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Thank you for your interest in bringing the benefits of shared reading into the hearts and homes of each child
we serve by participating in EWDC’s Shared Reading Library! Our students and families appreciate your time
and energy to brighten their day by sharing a story!

These guidelines have been developed to help walk you through the process of filming and submitting a story
for the Shared Reading Library. All videos are uploaded to our YouTube Channel for students and families to
enjoy.

Step 1: Book Selection
We are building a diverse shared reading library to help connect with all the children and families we serve.
We hope to reflect a range of cultures, perspectives, and ideas so that as students, families, and mentors read
together, they can confidently see themselves and thoughtfully learn about others. To get an idea of the types
of books that students are reading check out our approved book list here. Once you have selected a book:

e Please email communications@everybodywinsdc.org with your first name, last name, the title, author,
and publisher of the book. We want to be respectful of your time and let you know if a book has
already been selected before you put in the hard work of creating a video.

e Once your book selection is approved by EWDC, you may begin recording your video.

Step 2: Recording Preparations & Tips
Equipment: a smartphone (i0S/Android) or video camera that shoots in high definition (720p or higher)

Lighting: The more well-lit the room, the better the video! This can be anything from a desk lamp to the ceiling
light. You can also use natural light (e.g., a window) to illuminate your face from behind the camera.

Background: Your background helps set the scene. Some people opt for a plain background (like a wall or
white sheet). Others prefer to use a “real life” background, like a home office, family space or at-home library.
Make sure your background is clear of any clutter. Here’s an example: https://www.instagram.com/p/B-

Sound: Make sure your shooting location is quiet before filming. Background noise can distract the audience
from the story. Do a test recording to see if your audio is working properly.

Shooting tips:
e Always shoot in landscape mode - portrait mode gives you those black borders in your final video clip
e Position yourself in the center of the frame — the storyteller is the star!
e Give yourself some distance from the camera — this allows the viewer to see you and the book youare
reading.
e Keep the book/tablet away from your face — we want our students to see your expressions as you
read and act out parts of the book.

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Video Length: Video segments should be up to 10 minutes before stopping to record a new video segment.
We have the capacity to upload videos as large as 5 TB.

Editing: To ensure the best quality of your video is uploaded, please do not edit, add filters or music to the

video.

Please fill in the bracketed sections and review your lines before
filming. Remember, practice makes perfect.

Because of file size limitations, Google Drive or DropBox are the best platforms to upload and share your videos
with EWDC.

2. On your computer, go to drive.google.com

3. Click New

4, Click File Upload and upload the video onto Google Drive

5. Right click the video you have uploaded

6. Click Share

7. Under "People," type the email address you want to share with.

9. Click Send. An email is sent to people you shared with.

On the right side, click Upload File

Once uploaded, hover over the name of the file you'd like to share and click Share.

If a link hasn't been created, click Create a link. If a link was already created, click Copy link.

Absolutely! Our students love hearing their name called in the video. You wave and say hi to your
mentee, or let this audience know that this is a book that you think your mentee would enjoy. We do
ask that you only say their first name in the video.

You should receive a response from EWDC that your video has been received within two business days.
Once we have received your video, we will review the content, and upload the video on YouTube. Due
to the high volume of volunteers submitting videos we only have the capacity to post 3-5 videos a
week.
