Less than a third of all children’s books are centered on diverse characters, voices, 
and experiences. That means for most children in Washington, DC, their lives 

aren't represented within the books they read. And when children can’t see themselves 
on a page, they aren’t getting the support they need to thrive. That needs to change. 



While Everybody Wins DC emphasizes diverse texts across all three of our programs, 
we wanted to do more. Through The Book Project, which distributes free, new books 

directly to children and families, we have pledged that at least half of all titles will be diverse.
Our Read in Color partnership supports this work.
